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PERFORMING ARTS AND ACADEMIC
COLLABORATIVE (PAAC) WITH DEL VALLE ISD

This year over 2,500 middle and high school students, their teachers,
and school administrators in the Del Valle Independent School District
will participate in the Performing Arts and Academic Collaborative.
This program integrates aesthetic experiences with academic experi-
ences in the Language Arts classrooms via live performances. All
students participate regardless of their enrollment in fine arts courses.
The collaboration began in 2006 by engaging the classes of 2010 and
2012, and later adding the classes of 2014 and 2016.

We are pleased to report that, in a program evaluation by unbiased
professionals not associated with the program, evaluators discovered
Del Valle 12th grade students who had participated in the PAAC for
four years had a statistically significant higher level of knowledge of the
performing arts and other world cultures, higher arts appreciation, and
more interest in participating in the performing arts than students who
did not participate.

In the program evaluation it was also recommended that all high
school students get to participate in the PAAC by designated grade
levels rather than following the designated classes of 2014, 2016, and
2018. Thus, in 2011-2012 we have revised the participants to include all
7th, oth, and 11th grade students each year. We will provide one ad-
ditional performance for the graduating seniors in the class of 2012 who
have participated in the program since it started.

Working with Texas Performing Arts education staff,
teachers create curriculum that addresses state standards
in English and Language Arts and draws on the perfor-
mances experienced by the students. This combination of
experience and study helps foster critical thinking, cultural
appreciation, and effective communication skills.
